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INCLEMENT WEATHER-BUSING NEWS 

We will soon be feeling the winter weather, we would like to make sure all parents are aware of our 
Cold/Inclement Weather Procedures. These procedures are in effect for both rural and urban bus 
routes.   

The Transportation Office has a few methods of communicating delays or cancellations of our buses: 
- CKBI and CJVR radio stations receive all notifications, these stations will announce a list of our bus-
es that are delayed or not running.     
-Notifications will be placed on our website, www.srsd119.ca. Scroll down on the home page to Trans-
portation and you will find a “Bus Report” link. Click on the bus report to check for a list of bus can-

cellations. 
We do not phone individual homes to report bus cancellations.   
We ask that you do not call the Transportation Office as we will be very busy managing the routes 
and ensuring the safety of the children on the buses. 
Students must dress appropriately for the weather. They must be dressed adequately for a 1 kilome-

tre walk in case of an emergency. Our bus drivers have the authority to warn/educate a student on a 
first offense, and refuse transportation on the second.

division wide information may be sent only to “All SRPSD buses” in some circumstances. For instance, 
in the case of buses being cancelled because of weather thresh holds, notice will be sent out on the 
“All SRPSD buses” channel.
